Mayor Don McLaughlin, Jr. called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

6A. The City of Uvalde will conduct a public hearing in regards to the submission of 
an application to the Texas Department of Agriculture, Texas Community 
Development Block Grant Program (TxCDBG).

Assistant City Manager Joe A. Cardenas explained to Mayor and Council that  
this is an opportunity for the City to apply for grant money.  The grant money will  
be used to fund two projects.  One project is to repair the downtown sidewalks.  
The second project is to repair the water lines (that meet qualifications). 
Public hearing closed at 6:14PM. 

Agenda Item No. 7 – New Business 

7A. Consider and act on nominating candidates to serve on the Board of Directors for   
the Uvalde County Appraisal District.
Mayor McLaughlin, Jr. stated he would like to speak to the County to make sure 
both entities agree on the nominee and put votes toward the individual(s) 
selected.  Upon reading the requirements to serve on the board of directors it was 
discovered that Ms. Karau does not meet the requirements to serve.  Motion to 
table item 7A made by Chip King.  Motion seconded by Councilman John Flores, 
Jr.  Motion to table carried 6-0.  

7B. Consider and act on a resolution authorizing the City Council of the City of 
Uvalde to submit a pre-application for financial assistance from the Economic 
Development Administration (EDA) to extend the infrastructure for the proposed 
LoneStar Agriculture Project. 
Assistant City Manager Joe A. Cardenas explained to Mayor and Council that 
this is a project City Staff has been working on with LoneStar Agriculture. 



LoneStar Agriculture has researched several grants and came across this grant 
from the Economic Development Administration.  The grant money will be used 
to extend infrastructure.  Possibly establish an industrial park in that area (Kirk 
Farm).  Council and staff discussed the language on the resolution and the type  
of infrastructure that will be on the location.  City Attorney Paul Tarski suggested 
language change to the resolution.  The change will be on #3; he would like for  
staff to change language to read which are to be supplied to the city.  Instead of  
which are planned to be supplied.  Councilman Rogelio Muñoz motioned to 
approve item 7B provided that this does not require any legal commitment on  
the part of the city and with changes suggested by City Attorney.  Motion  
seconded by Councilman Chip King.  Motion carried 6-0. 

7C. Consider and act on application to the 2019 National Fitness Campaign  
program. 

 Director of Planning and Development Susan Anderson explained that after the  
discussion at the last council meeting Ms. Anderson reached out to a  
representative from the National Fitness Campaign about what the next steps  
would be.  The city has about a week and a half to get a grant application turned  
in.  The City can withdraw application at any time.  Councilman Muñoz asked if  
Ms. Anderson has contacted any other city that has gone through the program.   
She has not, but will do so within the next two weeks.  Ms. Anderson stated that if  
staff and council agree she will write out the non-binding letter of intent and  
submit to the program.  Motion to approve item 7C made by Councilman Stephen  
Balke.  Motion seconded by Councilman Chip King.  Motion carried 6-0.

7D. Consider and act on proposals for the replacement of the police department  
phone system. 
Director of Planning and Development Susan Anderson explained to Mayor and  

  Council that this item was budgeted however; the funds were used for a different  
  project.  The total cost for the project is $19,704.49, plus a $430.98 monthly fee.   
 The total budgeted cost is $20,000.00.  Overall, the phone system change will save 
the City money.  Councilman Chip King motioned to approve item 7D.  Motion  
seconded by Councilman John Flores, Jr.  Motion carried 6-0.
